Five members of the Winnebago County LWV Parks coremittet with Oshkosh’s new
parks director, Ray Maurer, on Friday, April 30 in titg's parks building on Witzel Avenue.

Mr. Maurer had already received and read our parkk, itecommendations and position
statement. We were pleased to see that his viedvewas coincided on many points. After a
tour of the parks building, we sat down for some questitd answer time. Mr. Maurer assured
us that the building of the first phase of the rivetkviieom Riverside Park to the Main Street
bridge, will begin after Irish Fest (June 11-13) and bepdeted by late October.

As members of the park committee did their survgyaoks in the last two years, we
became aware that the comprehensive plan was outeof Mat Maurer said work on the update
of the plan will begin in house this fall. He seesieed for an outside consultant and also input

from the community. We also
commented on the work going on at
Quarry Park. When that is finished the
park will be landscaped.
Our conversation with him
included our recommendation for historic
signage for each park. We have a
volunteer willing to work on research.
We realize that most Oshkosh citizens
don’t know the historical background of
the names for most of our parks. He
thinks this is a great idea. We were
pleased to hear that he believes that the
parks director should work with the
Community Development Department on
locating new parks. He also will work with the dep@ant that manages the storm water
containment system.

We were a bit disappointed to learn that the firsspha shoreline restoration has been
put on hold as the parks department looks for grafiso, this summer a minimal chemical
application will be used to reduce the weeds in Milkay.
